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Exploring Similar Figures

Similar Figures – Polygons that have the same shape, but different size.

Corresponding – Having the same position.

Two polygons are similar if:

1. corresponding angles are congruent AND 
2. the lengths of corresponding sides are in proportion, called the scale factor.
